Fell Sycamore Tree in the Conservation Area (NB. Officer was unable to grant an extension of time for this application but replacement tree will be required) for St Oswald’s Church PCC.
It was noted that the Parish Council had been unable to comment because it was not possible to secure an extension of time. The tree is in a dangerous condition and permission would be granted for felling. Replanting would take place.

Conversion of shop to 8 bedroom house in multiple occupation.  Alterations to building including replacement of shop frontage and insertion of new windows/doors.  Alterations and extension of existing garage and use as self-contained dwelling.  Provision of vehicle and cycle parking area within rear garden (resubmission) for Mr Justin Heaven.
It was agreed to continue in objection to the re-submitted application on similar grounds as previously. a) Conversion of the existing garage into self-contained accommodation will increase the usage of a narrow and unsafe access. b) Design of frontage is inferior to the previous design c) reduction in existing amenity of local residents due to concentration of HMO’s  d) air quality f) parking.
